Campus Hope
At Payyanur College, there is a body named 'Campus Hope,' jointly organized with Hope Charitable Trust, Pilathara. It was inaugurated on 01-10-2019 by Kalyasseri MLA Sri. T.V. Rajesh. Professor (Dr.) Prajitha P. from the Malayalam Department is the Coordinator of the Campus Hope programs at Payyanur College. The team has organized various initiatives, including financial and health support to needy students ('Sahapadikoru Kaithangu'), removal of troublesome weed trees like Acacia from the campus, planting of fruit trees, and conducting anti-drug campaigns. An MoU was signed with Hope Pilathara to ensure the smooth implementation of these projects.

The Haritha Santhwanam project was initiated by the Hope Charitable Trust and the Malayalam Department of Payyanur College. About a thousand saplings of fruit trees suitable for our country and climate were distributed and classes were conducted for the students regarding the seed bank project to collect and preserve the seeds of fruit trees.

The Malayalam Department of Payyannur College has also collaborated with the Hope Charitable Trust to provide medical assistance to indigent patients. Actions were taken to identify and provide information about the patients in need of medical assistance.

As part of the environmental protection activities, the Malayalam Department  of Payyanur College, in association with Hope Charitable Trust, carried out preliminary works to implement a project to cut down acacia trees that are harmful to the ecological balance in the college premises and plant useful trees instead.
