The Social Science Forum is committed to fostering academic curiosity and research interest among students by organizing conferences, seminars, and expert talks that offer interdisciplinary perspectives on contemporary social issues. Its goals include:
1. Sensitizing Students: The Forum seeks to educate students about pressing social issues from multiple academic perspectives, encouraging critical thinking.
2. Encouraging Academic Pursuits: By introducing students to national and international scholars, the Forum aims to inspire them to pursue higher education and research in social sciences.
3. Building Confidence: The Forum offers direct interactions with intellectuals and experts, helping students develop a sense of pride in social sciences and confidence in their academic pursuits.
4. Promoting Networking: It creates opportunities for students to engage with experts, building connections that support their academic and professional futures.
Outcomes:
The Social Science Forum's inaugural event in 2017, an international conference titled "Approaches to Health in the Neoliberal Context: Transcending Disciplinary Boundaries of Health," set the stage for a series of successful academic programs.
